IPRINTSDK

Thank you for downloading iPrintSDK. This SDK allows programmers to add printing capabilities to their Android applications.

In its design iPrintSDK uses aggregation to allows a few classes to interact among each other allowing them to collectively to print.

Bellow there is a list with all the classes an enumerations that are part of iPrintSDK:

iPrint: this is the main class and the one that puts together all other classes and enumerations together.

Constructors:

iPrint(Context)

iPrint(“Key”, Context)

Methods:

Add: Add a printing object (ibarcode, iFile, iObject) to the iprint class. 

Bold: Turn on/off the bold feature in the iPrint class;

Clear: delete all information in the iprint class buffer.

End: Send signal to the iprint class that printing process will end;

Italic: Turn on/off the italic feature in the iPrint class.

Line(int): Draw a line;

NewLine(): Start new line;

NewPage: Start a new page;

Print(): Send all information to the printer to start printing;

Start: Send signal to the iprint class that a printing process will start.

Status: Retrieve the iPrint current status;

Underline: Turn on/off the underline feature in the iPrint class;

Properties:

BottonMargin: Tells iPrint how big is botton margin.

CharactersPerInch: Tells iPrint how many characters per inch in a line.

Column: Tells iPrint to start printing at the specify position.

Connection: Tells iPrint what type of connection will use (Bluetooth or Network).

Copies: Tells iPrint how many copies it has to print.

LeftMargin: Tells iPrint what is the left margin for the current page.

RightMargin: Tells iPrint what is the right margin for the current page.

Settings: Holds all the setting for the current print section.

TopMargin: Tells iPrint what is the top margin for the current page.

iObject: This class is the basic component for text printing.

Constructors:

iObject()

Methods:

Bold: Turn on/off the bold feature in the iObject class.

DrawLine(Width, Long): Draw a line given the specific line length and width.

DrawLine(X1, Y1, X2, Y2): Draw a line given the specific coordinates.

DrawCircle(X1, Y1, Radius): Draw a circle given a specific point and radius.

DrawRectangle(X1, Y1, X2, Y2): Draw a rectangle given 2 points.

Italic: Turn on/off the italic feature in the iObject class.

NewLine(): Start new line.

Underline: Turn on/off the underline feature in the iObject class.

Properties:

CharactersPerInch: Tells iObject how many characters per inch in a line.

Color: Set the color for the characters in the iObject.

Column: Set the start column for the iObject in a line.

Coordinates: Set the coordinates for the iObject.

FontSize: Increase or decrease the font size in the iObject class.

Rotation: Set the degree for the iObject

iBarcode: This class is used to print bar-codes in thermal printers. 

Constructors:

iBarcode()

Methods:

Box: Draw a box to a barcode object.

Barcode: Draw a barcode.

EndBarcode: Ends a barcode object.

InverseLine: Draw a inverse line.

Line: Draw a line to a barcode object.

Justify: Justify the barcode content.

Rotate: Rotate the barcode object.

StartBarcode: Starts a barcode object.

Text: Add text to a barcode object.

ipConnection: This class is used to create a connection to a network printer.

Constructors:

ipConnection();

Methods:

Connect: Establish a connection to a network printer; 

Disconnect: Disconnect and close the established connection to a network printer.

isConnected: Check to see if there is a printer connection available.

Properties:

ErrorMessage: Display connection error message.

IPAddress: Printer IP address.

Port: Printer port number.

btConnection: This class is used to create a connection to a bluetooth printer.

Constructors:

btConnection();

Methods:

Connect: Establish a connection to a bluetooth printer.

Disconnect: Disconnect and close the established connection to a bluetooth printer.

isConnected: Check to see if there is a printer connection available.

Properties:

ErrorMessage: Display connection error message.

MACAddress: Bluetooth printer address.

Name: Bluetooth printer name.
